FIELD WIRING:

Note: It may not be possible to install the largest
conductors in adjacent holes due to the wire insulation
thickness. Use only connections which allow insertion
of wires without undue insulation interference between
wires at the connector. When fully inserted into the
connector the insulation should be within 1/8 inch of the
connector. Strip wires to lengths shown in Table 2.

5. Install provided mounting screw, lockwasher
and flat washer as shown in Figure 1. Torque
mounting screw to 35 Ib.-in.
6. Repeat steps 3 through 5 for the remaining poles.
7. Apply torque label to side of breaker.

The circuit breaker may be installed into equipment at
this time.
